Name: 3DTS 01. Gypsum shunt-1 

Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

A simple shunt at the gypsum works with the MDHB Kitson shunter.

Activity Briefing:

In this activity you are the driver of the privately-owned industrial shunter at the gypsum works near Long Marton.

This first activity is designed to give you a feel for what is involved in freight shunting without being too complicated.  All that you have to do is to collect a rake of 15 empty wagons from Gypsum siding 2 and shunt them into the "quarry" for loading.  However,  it is not as easy at it sounds, as these wagons don't have any brakes, so you will be relying solely on the brakes on the locomotive.  To add to the fun, these wagons are loose coupled, meaning that there is plenty of slack in the couplings.

The activity will end when you stop at the correct location at the end of the siding. 

Name: 3DTS 02. Gypsum shunt-2
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

A second simple shunt at the gypsum works with the MDHB Kitson shunter.

Activity Briefing:

As in the previous activity, you are the driver of the privately-owned industrial shunter at the gypsum works near Long Marton.  Having mastered the basics of shunting loose coupled wagons, you now have an opportunity to put your skills to the test with a slightly more complex shunt.  There are no pop-up messages to help you on this occasion.

Your first task is to collect the train that is currently standing in Gypsum siding 1 (32771) and to shunt it into the un-named siding  down the side of the works (the one to your left at the start of the activity containing 4 LMS vans).  The 4F that brought this train from Skipton is about to depart for Carlisle with the brakevan, so watch out.

Having shunted this train, drive to the end of the adjacent siding to collect a loaded gypsum train from the quarry (32772) and shunt this train into Gypsum siding 2 (the 4F should have gone by this time).

The activity will end when you stop at the correct location in front of the factory building.

Name: 3DTS 03. LMS yard shunt
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

Morning yard shunt at Carlisle with LMS Kitson shunter No. 7004.

Activity Briefing:

In this activity you drive LMS Kitson shunter number 7004 on the early morning yard shunt at Carlisle.

The yard currently contains the following 4 trains:

32788 - from Preston


32778 - stations to Newcastle

32786 - stations to Settle


32787 - stations to Workington

It is your duty to shunt train 32788 according to the following waybill:

Wagons for Cumwhinton should be left in the yard reception until the end of the shunt and then taken over to Carlisle siding 2 and coupled to the brakevan.

Name: 3DTS 04. Cumwhinton trip
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

Morning trip working from Carlisle to Cumwhinton and back with the Kitson shunter.

Activity Briefing:

You start this activity in Carlisle siding 2 coupled to the Cumwhinton goods train.  Shunt the train out onto the main line, then proceed to Cumwhinton sidings.  On arrival, drive slowly into the goods loop and stop the instant you are instructed to.  Then, run round your train and shunt the 3 open wagons into Cumwhinton siding 2.  With the goods safely delivered, return to Carlisle yard with the brakevan and place it in Carlisle siding 3.  Finally, take the locomotive to the coaling stage, where the activity will end.

Name: 3DTS 05. Carlisle station pilot
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

Carriage shunting in Carlisle station with LMS 3F Jinty.

Activity Briefing:

In this activity you are the driver of a 3F Jinty locomotive on station pilot duties at Carlisle station.  These duties involve shunting through carriages from one train to another, shunting trains into and out of the sidings and attaching/detaching vehicles to trains.

It is a snowy winter evening and a Glasgow train has just departed, leaving two through carriages for Edinburgh in platform 1, while the carriages for a London train stand in platform 2.  Reverse onto the two mail vans in platform 5 and shunt them onto the southern end of the train in platform 2.  Then, proceed immediately to platform 1 to pick up the through carriages.   Move these carriages to the down through road and wait for the arrival of the Edinburgh train (hauled by LNER A3 no 4472 Flying Scotsman).  As soon as this train has arrived, add the two through carriages onto the back.  The train is scheduled to stop in the station for a few minutes, but you must be quick or it will depart without the extra carriages.  Finally, proceed to the carriage sidings on the western side of the station to collect train 32781.  

The activity will end as soon as you couple to this train.

Name: 3DTS 06. Appleby-Garsdale goods
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

Pick-up goods train between Appleby and Garsdale with LMS 3F Jinty.

Activity Briefing:

Drive an LMS 3F Jinty on a pick-up goods train between Appleby and Garsdale. You have one stop to make, at Kirkby Stephen, where you must pick up the three wagons currently in siding 1 and drop off the two builders merchants wagons. On arrival at Garsdale, shunt the whole train into siding 2 and stop alongside the other train.  

The activity will end when you stop at the correct location.  As the train is unfitted, you must not exceed 25 mph for any part of this journey.

Name: 3DTS 07. Northbound mixed goods LMS
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

Northbound goods on a wet spring morning with an LMS 4F.

Activity Briefing:

Drive an LMS 4F on an unfitted goods train between Settle and Carlisle on a wet spring morning.  This train runs straight through without stopping, so there is no shunting to worry about, but there are plenty of other challenges for a trainee driver to face.

Firstly, there is the Long Drag.  This almost continuous climb from Settle as far as the summit in Blea Moor tunnel has tested many locomotives and their crews over the years, especially in wet weather like today.  Remember the lessons from the previous activity - keep the steam usage rate below the steam generation rate and watch the boiler pressure.  You may use sand if you need to, but try not to use too much.

Secondly, due to an electrical storm, the signal at Dent has failed.  You must ask permission to pass this signal by pressing the tab key, then limit your speed to 15mph.

Thirdly, being an unfitted train, you will need to take extra care when travelling down hill.  You must not exceed 25 mph for any part of this journey.

Name: 3DTS 08. LMS coal empties
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

Coal empties from Carlisle to Settle with an LMS 4F.

Activity Briefing:

It is 7.20 on a fine autumn morning and you have just been joined by Mr Jarvis the chief footplate inspector for your "passing out" run.  This activity will put your skills and knowledge gained over all of the previous activities to the test.  From now on, you are in charge of the locomotive, so don't expect any helpful hints along the way.

You start this activity on the coaling road at Carlisle.  After satisfying yourself that the locomotive is ready for its journey, proceed to Carlisle siding 1 to collect a train of empty coal wagons.  Shunt this train out on to the main line, then head south along the Settle and Carlisle line as far as Settle.  You will need to illuminate the second headlamp (by pressing h) after collecting the train.

There are two failed signals in the Carlisle area and a 15 mph speed restriction through Langwathby station.

Name: 3DTS 09. LMS anhydrite
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

Southbound minerals train with LMS 4F.

Activity Briefing:

In this activity you drive a 4F on the daily anhydrite train from Long Meg. You start on the coaling road in Carlisle.  After checking that you have sufficient coal and water for the journey (and topping up if necessary), proceed to Carlisle siding 2 to pick up a brakevan.  Take this brakevan to Long Meg where you will find 15 loaded mineral wagons.  You must pick up these wagons in such a way that the brakevan is the last vehicle of the train.  Once you've assembled the train, you may proceed on your southbound journey. 

The activity will end automatically as you drive through Settle station (there is no need to stop).

Between Carlisle and Long Meg you should have only the lower headlamp on to indicate a brakevan working.  As the brakevan has vacuum brakes, you may travel at 60mph for this leg of the journey.  Before departing Long Meg, press the “H” key  to illuminate the upper headlamp.  From now on, you should limit your speed to 25 mph.

Name: 3DTS 10. Gypsum goods
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

Goods delivery to the gypsum works.

Activity Briefing:

You start this activity travelling north through Settle station with a goods train for the gypsum works (the one that you shunted in Gypsum shunt-2).  This train is scheduled to run non-stop as far as its destination, but you may choose to stop for water at either Kirkby Stephen or Appleby.  On arrival at the gypsum works, shunt the brakevan into siding 2, shunt the rest of the train into siding 1, then pick up the brakevan and continue to Carlisle.  Place the brakevan in Carlisle siding 3, before taking the engine for coal and water.

Between Settle and the gypsum works you should have both headlamps illuminated and limit your speed to 25 mph.  For the remainder of the journey you should have only the lower headlamp on and you may travel at 60mph.

Name: 3DTS 11. Northbound doubleheaded goods
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

Northbound doubleheaded freight between Settle and Carlisle.

Activity Briefing:

Drive a doubleheaded goods train all the way from Settle to Carlisle on a cold winter morning.  The activity will end automatically in Carlisle (there is no need to stop).

Name: 3DTS 12. Southbound doubleheaded goods
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

Doubleheaded freight train from Carlisle to Settle.

Activity Briefing:

Drive a doubleheaded unfitted goods train all the way from Carlisle to Settle on a warm evening in late August.  Start by reversing onto trains 32810 and 32819.  Then, reverse into Carlisle siding 1 to pick up trains 32818 and 32817.  Once you have assembled the whole train and verified that it is properly coupled, shunt onto the main line and proceed south towards Settle. 

The activity will end automatically in Settle (there is no need to stop).

There is a failed signal in Carlisle and a 15 mph speed restriction across Ribblehead viaduct.

Name: 3DTS 13. Garsdale-Settle passenger
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

Garsdale to Settle stopping passenger train.

Activity Briefing:

Drive an LMS 3F Jinty on the early morning stopping passenger train between Garsdale and Settle (the train is currently stabled in the sidings at Garsdale).  You must stop at all intermediate stations and keep to the timetable.

Name: 3DTS 14. Appleby-Carlisle passenger
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

Stopping passenger train between Appleby and Carlisle with LMS 3F Jinty.

Activity Briefing:

Drive an LMS 3F Jinty on an early morning stopping passenger train between Appleby and Carlisle calling at all intermediate stations.  It is a cold winter morning, so you will need to turn on the steam heating to keep the passengers warm (press the u key until the steam heat pressure rises to the desired level).  This train has 3 connecting services in Carlisle, so it is essential that you arrive on time.

There is a 15 mph temporary speed restriction south of Armathwaite.

Name: 3DTS 15. Busy weekend
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

Stopping train from Settle to Carlisle on a busy weekend.

Activity Briefing:

It is an August weekend in 1938 and it seems like most of the population of the north of England is out walking in the Pennines.  The 0810 Hellifield to Carlisle stopping service is already 12 minutes late at Settle owing to the large number of passengers.  It is your duty to drive this service the rest of the way to Carlisle, calling at all stations.  There are 3 service trains to connect with in Carlisle (London-Glasgow, Glasgow-Manchester and Carlisle-Edinburgh via the Waverley route) and an LNER excursion with 4468 Mallard.  Not to be out done by its record breaking rival, the cream of the LMS fleet is also out on a special train today.

There is a temporary speed restriction (TSR) over the Ribblehead Viaduct and a second TSR on the approach to Kirkby Stephen.  Take care at this second location, as there is ballasting work in progress.


Name: 3DTS 16. Up Thames-Clyde express
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

Southbound express train with 6229 Duchess of Hamilton.

Activity Briefing:

Drive the up Thames-Clyde express non-stop from Carlisle as far as Settle.  The activity will end automatically as you pass through Settle station; there is no need to stop.

There is a temporary speed restriction (TSR) south of Armathwaite and a second TSR over the Ribblehead Viaduct.

Name: 3DTS 17. Down Thames-Clyde Express
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

Northbound express train with 6229 Duchess of Hamilton.

Activity Briefing:

Drive the down Thames-Clyde Express between Appleby and Carlisle on a snowy winter Sunday afternoon.  There is permanent way activity between Lazonby and Armathwaite and you will be required to run "wrong line" between Long Meg and Cumwhinton. 

There is a 15 mph TSR south of Armathwaite past the works site.

Name: 3DTS 18. Southbound diverted LNER
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

Diverted Edinburgh to Kings Cross service with LNER 4468 Mallard.

Activity Briefing:

Drive LNER 4468 Mallard on a diverted Edinburgh to Kings Cross service between Carlisle and Settle.  The activity will end automatically as you approach Settle; there is no need to stop.

There are temporary speed restrictions at Long Meg and also over the Ribblehead viaduct.

Name: 3DTS 19. Northbound diverted LNER
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

Diverted Kings Cross to Edinburgh service with LNER 2509 Silver Link.

Activity Briefing:

Drive LNER 2509 Silver Link on a diverted Kings Cross to Edinburgh service between Settle and Carlisle.

There is a temporary speed restriction over the Ribblehead viaduct.

Name: 3DTS 20. Northbound Coronation Scot
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

Northbound non-stop express with the Coronation Scot.

Activity Briefing:

Drive the Coronation Scot on a non-stop northbound express.

The activity will end automatically in Carlisle; there is no need to stop.

Name: 3DTS 21. Evacuation special
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

WWII evacuees train with the Coronation Scot.

Activity Briefing:

Drive the Coronation Scot on a special train to evacuate the children of London to the safety of the Pennines.

The train is currently at Settle and is due to call at all stations as far as Appleby.  Due to the length of the train, the children have been assigned the following carriages according to the their destination:


Horton   - 11


Dent       - 12


Garsdale  - 14, 13


Kirkby Stephen - 8, 7


Crosby Garrett – 6


Ormside – 3


Appleby - 4, 5, 2

These carriages are in order, starting from close to the rear of the train.  The carriage numbers can be viewed by pressing F7.  Try to stop with the correct carriages in the platform at each station.

Name: 3DTS 22. Southbound munitions
Route : Settle & Carlisle

Description:

Long wartime goods train with Duchess of Hamilton.

Activity Briefing:

Drive Duchess of Hamilton on a 60 wagon unfitted goods train all the way from Carlisle to Settle carrying urgent supplies needed for the Normandy landings.  There is a failed signal at Ribblehead (you will be cautioned at the previous signal), but no temporary speed restrictions on this occasion.

Although the speed limit for unfitted goods trains is 25 mph, an inspector in Glasgow was heard to say, "They wouldn't have asked for a Duchess had they wanted you to crawl along like a wee snail". 

You can assume from that comment, that the army's urgent need is more important than railway rules tonight.  However, don't forget that you have 720 tons behind the loco and stopping won't be easy.

Name: 3DTS 23. King Edward 1 US tour - 1
Route : North-East Corridor

Description:

Special train between Philadelphia and Washington with King Edward I.

Activity Briefing:

Drive King Edward I on a special train between Philadelphia and Washington.  You are following the 0945 stopping service, so keep an eye on the signals.

Name: 3DTS 24. King Edward 1 US tour - 2
Route : North-East Corridor

Description:

Special train between Washington and Philadelphia with King Edward I.

Activity Briefing:

Drive King Edward I on a special train between Washington and Philadelphia, calling only at Baltimore. 

This is the return working of the previous activity.

At milepost 86, you will encounter a reverse point.  There is no need to reverse at this location, but you must stop when you reach the reverse point in order for the signal to clear (this is to allow another train to overtake you).

Name: 3DTS 25. King Edward 1 US tour - 3
Route : Marias Pass

Description:

Special train between Whitefish and Essex with King Edward I.

Activity Briefing:

Drive King Edward I on a special train between Whitefish and Essex calling at Belton. 

This activity starts in Whitefish 5 minutes before the scheduled departure time of 1030.  Blow 4 longs on the whistle to indicate "all aboard".  Then, at 1030, blow two longs on the whistle and set off for Essex.

At Essex you will be told exactly where to stop.  After unloading your passengers, wait until the correct departure time to allow the photographers to photograph the train.  Then, turn the loco on the wye and park next to the water tower where the activity will end. 

If you wish, you may delay the shunt until 1237 to watch a long freight train pass through the station (this train has followed you since Whitefish).

Name: 3DTS 26. King Edward 1 US tour - 4
Route : Marias Pass

Description:

Special train between Essex and Whitefish with King Edward I.

Activity Briefing:

Drive King Edward I on a special train between Essex and Whitefish calling at Belton. 

This activity starts in Essex 5 minutes before the scheduled departure time of 1430.  Blow 4 longs on the whistle to indicate "all aboard". Then, at 1430, blow two longs on the whistle and set off for Whitefish.

After unloading your passengers in Whitefish, wait until the correct departure time, then shunt the carriages into Whitefish siding 11. 

The activity will end automatically when you reach the correct location (there is no need to stop).
